What do Governors do?

Governors make an essential contribution to the life of the school, working as a team to provide the strategic direction for the school, raising standards and acting as a critical friend. This is done largely through meetings of the Governing Body. Governors are eligible to serve for up to four years; however, the term of office for the Governing Body is up to the lifetime of the school.

Governors arrange their own meetings, which are held at least three times each year. They can discuss all matters concerning the school and have legal responsibility for many aspects of school life including curriculum, discipline, finance, staff appointments and the use of the premises outside school hours.

What qualifications are needed?

You must have a child who is a registered pupil at Priory School and Sports College at the time you become a governor. To be an elected parent governor you do not need special skills, experience or qualifications. The most important thing is to be interested in the life of the school and a willingness to be a committed and active governor.

How are Governors supported?

Governors are supported in a variety of ways. These include the Governing Body itself, in particular the Headteacher and the Chair of Governors and through the Local Authority which has a comprehensive Governor Development Programme that offers a variety of training courses ranging from Governor Induction to Recruitment and Staffing.
